Definition:

The Cross-Country Challenge is a sporting event staged over varied terrain and is designed to prove consistency and endurance of competitors, and the reliability of their machines.

All competitors can fully complete the event during daylight hours in normal racing conditions.

Navigation skills, use of GPS and Road books/ Route notes is encouraged.

Notes to be issued in A5 format on the night before the event.

Marking tape will be used for safety ONLY (ie: hazards or conflicting traffic)
Refuelling arrangements to be advised.
The maximum time granted will be between 4 and 5 hours.
The minimum lap distance is to be around 50km.

The registration will be made in conformity with the stipulations of the Sporting Code.

Rules:

The National Cross-Country Challenge/ National Enduro Championship 2009 is run in accordance with:

· The National Competition Rules of KMSL

· The Supplementary Regulations for this event.

· A Competitor must start in 2 out of the 3 Cross-Country Championship events in the same category in order to qualify for the championship.

1.
The Clerk of the Course will be responsible for application of the Rules during the running of the     event.


Any protest relating to the application of the Rules, or any case not provided for, shall be examined by the Stewards who shall alone have the power to decide.


The Clerk of the Course is responsible for the conduct and efficient running of the meeting.


Any modification or additional provisions will be announced by Bulletins, which will be dated, numbered and signed. These Bulletins will form an integral part of the Supplementary Regulations and shall be posted on the official notice board for the rally. They will also be communicated directly to the competitors in the shortest possible time.

Terminology:

Briefing:  Briefing will be held jointly by the Clerk of the Course and Organisers. The participation of all  

                  competitors is compulsory. The text of any briefing concerning safety will be published on the official notice board.



Competitors Briefing is scheduled to be held on Sunday  1st March  2008 at 8:30 a.m
Maximum Time: Additional time to the allotted time for the first vehicle. 
Neutralisation: Time during which the competitors are stopped by the Clerk of the Course.
Bulletins : Official bulletin forming an integral part of the Supplementary Regulations of the event and intended to modify them, give more detail or supplement them. The Bulletins  are numbered dated and signed by the organisers, up to the day of the controls and notified by KMSL or by the Stewards throughout the running of the Event.



Competitors must acknowledge receipt by signing, except in case of a material impossibility during the running of the event.

TC: Time check

PC: Passage Control

Disqualification: Penalty decided by the Stewards following an important infringement to the Regulations of the event.

The Organisers reserve the right to amalgamate classes if there are less than three entries in any class.

Technical definition:

· Groups T1, T2 (2WD) and T2 (4WD) comply with standards set in FIA Articles 281 to 285 – summary available through KMSL.

· Open Class and K1 Cars and Buggies must comply with minimum mandatory safety regulations.

            They must also have:


2 rear lights and at least 1 brake light


2 Front lights –(can be wing spots)


Horn


Rear view Mirror

· Motorcycles/ Quads are required to have:

1 Headlight

2 Rear lights – min 21W

Horn is encouraged.

All competitors must wear suitable protective clothing including a helmet for the discipline entered, as noted in the KMSL NCRs for that category of vehicle.

Fireproof Overalls.

· It is COMPULSORY for all competitors driving Petrol Turbo vehicles/All Frame cars  to wear
 fireproof overalls.

· Diesel, Diesel Turbo and Normally aspirated Petrol vehicles: The Organisers highly 
recommend the wearing of Fireproof Overalls. NB: This may be compulsory in 2010.

Any queries on Technical aspects and requirements for the event should be addressed to the Cross Country Commission.
Eligibility of Competitors:

1.
All competitors must be holders of a valid KMSL Competition Licence for the correct category of machine entered. Temporary Competition  licences are available These can be obtained from the KMSL offices on Riverside Drive or at the event HQ.
2.
All competitors must be holders of a valid Flying Doctors services membership which can be obtained from KMSL offices on Riverside Drive. 
3.
All participants undertake to indemnify and hold harmless KMSL, the Organisers, officials, employees, officers and agents, from and against any and all liability to third parties for any loss, damage or injury for which he/she is jointly and severally liable.

4.
Any unfair, incorrect or fraudulent action effected by a competitor shall be judged by the Stewards of the Event, who shall decide on the penalty applicable.

5.
All competitors must comply with age requirements for the category of machine entered:-


Car Classes: Driver must be 18 or over and hold a valid full driving licence.



Navigator must be 16 or over – if 16 to 18, or without a valid full driving licence then they 



MUST NOT drive.


Motorcycle Classes: Classes 1 and 2 – Minimum age of competitor - 16 years.

                                        Class 3 – Minimum age of competitor – 18 years.


Quad Classes: Minimum age of competitor – 16 years.
 6.
If an event is on private land then “Junior” drivers/riders may be permitted to compete provided that they are accompanied by an adult supervisor, who will be held responsible for the competitors conduct.
7.
The above will be at the discretion of the Commission and a written application is submitted before the event. This also applies to Bike and Quad competitors.

Entries:

1.
Any person wishing to take part in the Cross-Country Challenge must send to the secretariat the entry form signed and accompanied by the amount of the entry fee. All competitors will need to put some form of machine identification on the entry form ie. Registration, engine or chassis number.

2.   All entrants under the age of 18 must have the Entry Form countersigned by a parent or their legal Guardian.

3.   Entries open on Wednesday 18th February 2009 and close for normal entries on Saturday  28th Feb 2009.

· All competitors will be required to complete the compulsory third party insurance form and pay as detailed above.

· Optional Personal Accident Insurance may also be taken out and will be offered at Documentation.

· This insurance will take effect on the start of the event and ceases on the finish of the event or immediately on abandonment of or disqualification from the event.

Entry fees will only be refunded as follows:-
To applicants whose entry has not been accepted. (Full refund)

If the event does not take place (Full refund)

Entry fees will not be refunded to competitors who fail to pass scrutineering.
Documentation:

Administrative checks:

Prior to the start of the event at documentation on Friday 10th Oct  2008, checks may include:

· Valid driving licence

· Valid competition licence for category entered

· Signed and completed entry forms

· Signed insurance forms

· Signing on of crews

At the same time competitors will be given any of the following:

· Set of numbers for machine – cars only, Motorcycles and Buggies retain allocated numbers.
· Scrutineering card 
· Copy of route-notes.
· Any information bulletins or additives

· Safety bulletin and OK/+ sign

Only those competitors who have successfully completed the Documentation and administrative checks may present their machines at scrutineering/ safety check in accordance with the published schedules.

Identification:

1.
The Organisers will provide each car entry with numbers for their machine.

2.
These numbers shall be clearly fixed on the vehicle throughout the duration of the event.

3.
Identification marks may be fixed to the machines during scrutineering prior to the start. The Technical Stewards may check, at any time, the presence of these identification marks.

Scrutineering/ Safety Checks:

Scrutineering/ Safety checks for each category will take place on  Saturday 28th Feb 2009 , between 15 00 and 18 00 Hrs. 

Scrutineering / Safety Checks will be held at Event HQ – to be advised by Bulletin.                                                               .

Late Scrutineering may be allowed but must be arranged with the Technical Stewards beforehand.

Competitors must present helmets, medical kits, safety documents for inspection at scrutineering.

Starting Order:

Event start list will be by speed,ie: fastest first irrelevant of category. There may be some bunching of categories.
Competitors will be started singly at interval to be advised.

Any competitor considered physically unfit to start will be permanently excluded from the event and there will be no appeal.

ALL COMPETITORS MUST SHOW THE START OFFICIALS THAT THEY ARE CARRYING AT LEAST ONE LITRE OF DRINKING WATER PER COMPETITOR.

Itinerary:

All competitors will receive a set of  route-notes setting out the itinerary, which should be followed, failing which the penalty inflicted may include disqualification from the event.

Any form of reconnaissance on the route before the event is prohibited. There will be NO familiarisation lap.
Competitors can make their own notes in the route-note book GIVEN but NO additional pages are to be added.

Throughout the duration of the event, competitors must comply with traffic regulations.

Failure to do so may incur penalties as follows:-

· 1st infringement: A time penalty equal to 30 minutes

· 2nd infringement: A time penalty of 1 hour

· 3rd infringement: Disqualification from the event

Any competitor deliberately blocking the passage of another competitor or preventing them from overtaking may be disqualified.

Assistance:

The maximum speed permitted in the service area is 15 kph.

All service crews must provide at least one 9 Kg. fire extinguisher in their pit.

Refuelling will only be allowed in the designated refuel area - extreme caution must be taken.

There is to be NO radio or telephone communication between competitors and crew unless for reasons of safety.

Time card:

1.
At the start of the event each competitor may be issued with a time card that must be stamped at each passage check and handed in at the end of the event. The competitor alone shall be responsible for his card.

2.
Any correction or alteration to the card, which has not been signed by a controller may result in disqualification from the rally.

3.
Presentation of this card to the various checks and the exactness of the entries thereon shall be the responsibility of the competitor. Only Controllers shall be authorised to enter a stamp on the card.

4.
The loss of a time card will result in a fixed penalty of 15 minutes, increased by any penalties for missing check-points.

Penalties for missing controls............1st Lap    -   10 min

                                                                 2nd Lap   -   20 min





     3rd Lap    -   30 min etc.

      No benefit will be gained from missing controls. If more than 80% of competitors visit all controls, then the lap with missing control may not be counted for that competitor.

6.
Any competitor who presents his card at a control without his machine will be disqualified from the event.

Control Zones:

All control zones will be indicated by standardised panels:

· Start of control indicated by a panel with a yellow flag.

· Control point indicated by panel with a red flag.

· End of control zone indicated by a panel with beige circle and three black bars.

The panels will always be found on the right of the control zone. Any control zone should be considered as parc ferme. The duration of the stop must not exceed the time required for the control operations.

It is strictly forbidden to enter a control zone from a direction other than that specified on the itinerary, and to re-enter a control zone, when the card has already been stamped at this control.

The closing time of controls shall be mentioned in the briefing or bulletins.

Passage Check:
Denoted by Blue Flash.    Competitors NOT required to stop but must pass the control – failure to do so will incur a penalty as advised at Competitors briefing.

Parc Ferme:

All vehicles must be in Parc Ferme:

· 30 minutes before the starting time of the event.

· As soon as they arrive at the end of the event and remain there until expiry time for protests or until permission is given by the Clerk of the Course.

After parking the machine in Parc Ferme competitors must immediately leave the park, which from then on may not be entered without authority.

Competitors may enter Parc ferme 10 minutes before their due starting time for the event.

Protests:

Any protest shall be lodged in accordance with KMSL NCRs. It should be submitted in writing to the Clerk of the Course accompanied by the security deposit currently applicable. This sum will not be returned if the complaint is considered unjustified.

The final deadline for protests will be 1 hour from when the official Provisional results are posted on the Official Notice Board.

Classification:

Timekeeping shall be under the responsibility of the Clerk of the Course. Only competitors who have completed a minimum of one full lap will be recorded as finishers.

1.
Penalties shall be expressed in hours, minutes and seconds. The final classification will be obtained by adding the time achieved competitively and any penalties incurred. The winner in each category will be the competitor with the lowest total over the maximum number of laps achieved.

2.
The Official Provisional results of the event will be posted on the official notice board not later than 1 hour after the arrival of the last competitor.

3.
The Timekeeping system will be such that all competitors are allotted a start time. Timekeeping will be based on the number of laps completed in a set number of hours or total time (TT). Service and refuelling are done in the competitors own time. The quickest competitor in each category will be flagged off on the lap during which the TT expires. The rest of the competitors in that category will then be flagged off after the quickest competitor’s time plus the time interval they started behind that 
      competitor.

4. There will be no benefit from missing controls to complete more laps.

Competitor Conduct:

· All competitors are expected to conduct themselves in a sportsman like manner. Competitors arriving at the scene of an accident should stop unless waved on by the competitors involved or shown the green cross board. Failure to stop means that disciplinary action may be taken by the Stewards, including exclusion from the event.

· Competitors involved in an accident should display the green cross issued if there are no injuries, failure to do so may result in disciplinary action.

· Competitors proven to have rendered ‘bona fide’ assistance as related above, shall not suffer serious prejudice as a result of their actions. Substantiation in this regard is the onus of the competitors. Once proven, the Clerk of the Course may review the competitor’s performance and allocate a corrected time for that section, depending on the circumstances.

· The route may be narrow in places or dusty/ muddy, therefore competitors should afford another competitor who is going more quickly every opportunity to overtake.

· Competitors are requested to be considerate to local public and cautious with game/ domestic animals along the route.
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
